Work to Be Performed.  The Caterer is in the business of providing food catering services From time to time, the Caterer will need the Worker for specific work to be performed (the “Specific Work”). When Specific Work becomes available, including but not limited to serving food, decorating, maître de services, bartending, cooking, and cleaning the Caterer will offer such Specific Work to the Worker, with at least forty-eight (48) hours notice. At such time the Worker can accept the Specific Work in accordance with this Agreement. This Agreement shall not terminate should the Worker reject the Specific Work.

Terms of Payment.  The independent contractor shall be paid $ _____ an hour and _____% of any tips provided to the Caterer for the Specific Work.

Expenses.  The Caterer shall not be liable to the Worker for any expenses paid or incurred by the Worker unless otherwise agreed to in writing.

Fringe Benefits.  As the Worker is not an employee of the Caterer, the Worker is not eligible for and shall not participate in any employer benefits of the Caterer including, but not limited health and pension benefits.

6. 
Worker’s Compensation.  The Caterer shall not obtain worker’s compensation insurance on behalf of the Worker or the employees of the Worker. The Worker shall comply with the worker’s compensation law for the State of Florida concerning its/his/her employees.

7. 
No Authority to Bind Caterer.  The Worker has no authority to enter into contracts on behalf of the Caterer. This Agreement does not create a partnership between the Parties.
