Dear Ms. Elizee, 

I am preparing the digital trademark registration application that you have requested and will soon be delivering it to you.   

I am writing to let you know that the trademark that you want to register might be rejected because it contains your last name. There are exceptions, but, generally the law governing trademarks does not allow registration of trademarks that contain a "surname", (that is, a family name or last name).  For more information about the surname issue see §1211 of the government's Trademark Examination Manual
