Based on the documentation that you have given to me I have concluded that it is premature for you to apply to register your proposed trademark. You have not been able to provide adequate digital images showing that you are currently using the mark “in commerce” as branding in the sale of goods or services.  As a result it is highly likely that a registration application would be rejected.

As an alternative it is possible for you to apply on an “intent to use” basis. This would give your mark protection for six months following approval of the application (the approval process would take approximately 6 months).  There is an additional filing fee of $100 for an “intent to use” application (above and beyond the normal filing fee).  A one time three month extension can be obtained upon the payment of an additional $150.  After those time periods expired your application would be rejected unless you were able to submit digital images showing that you were actually using the mark “in commerce”.  Let me know if you are interested in that type of filing.

We will hold your file open until the end of the semester in hopes that you eventually will be able to produce the digital images needed to show use of the mark in commerce.
